Maintenance - Valve Cleaning

Remove any O-rings, soak the
valve in de-scaler and wash
off in clean water. Examine all
seals and replace if needed. Use
WRAS approved silicon based
grease on all seals.

Remove the cap and
remove the grub screw.
Remove the handle.
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Maintenance - Flow Straightener

Loosen flow straightener
using the coin.

Remove the flow straightener
and the washer.

Replace the valve into
the body and tighten in

a position. Replace the
handle, tighten the grub
screw and push fit the cap.

Replace the flow straightener,
ensuring the washer has been fitted.
Tighten in place by using the coin.
