Cut out the space required to fit
the valve at the front. Create the
rear access point on the other
side of the wall for maintenance
purposes.

Remove nuts and
olives from the
tap body.

Remove the cap and
grub screws to free
the handles.

Remove the handles
and plinths from the
tap body.
